Ask a faculty member of your school to provide you 
with your most recent transcript (or report card if you 
have just graduated 8th grade) and attach it to your 
application.  

Ask your teacher, school counselor, or another adult 
who is not related to you but knows you well to type or 
write a short letter describing why you would be a good 
candidate for the IMPACT21 Social Enterprise Academy.  
If you do not have an adult who can write or type a letter 
for you, indicate this in writing and simply include on the 
application form the names and phone numbers of at 
least two adults (not related to you) who can serve as 
references.
